One shoul
take a shower, wear good clothes, perfume, and offer Eid prayer in congregation which is offered
in an open area or the mosque before the sun begins to set.

Hazrat Anas (ra) narrates, “The Messenger (saw) of Allah never proceeded [for the prayer] on the
day of Eid-ul-Fitr unless he had eaten some dates.”

He also relates that, “The Holy Prophet (saw) used to eat an odd number of dates.” (Sahih Al-
Bukhari, Kitab Al-Eidain)

Hazrat Jabir bin Abdullah (ra) relates, “On the day of Eid, the Holy Prophet (saw) used to return
[after offering the Eid prayer] using a different route from that which he went by.” (Sahih Al-
Bukhari, Kitab A-Eidain)
