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Holy Qur'an Commentary (17+ women)

Students will study the meaning and commentary of
the different chapters of the Holy Qur'an and learn
how to apply the wisdom of the Holy Quran to their
everyday situations in the contemporary world.

Holy Qur’an Translation & Grammar (17+ women)
This course will teach students how to translate the
Holy Qur'an from Arabic to English. Students will also
learn the basic grammatical rules of Qur'anic Arabic.

Islamic Teachings of Kalam (17+ women)

This course aims to help students develop positive
traits and behaviours based on Islamic values,
especially for Ahmadi Muslim women. Students will
read and reflect on the books of the Promised
Messiah®, which offer guidance and inspiration for
character building.

Islamic Teachings of Hadith (17+ women)

This course introduces the students to the sayings
and teachings of the Holy Prophet Muhammad*", that
complement and elucidate the Holy Quran. The
students will learn how to read, translate, and
interpret the Ahadith in Arabic and English, as well as
memorize some of the essential ones.

Islamic Teachings of Figh (17+ women)

This course introduces the students to the principles
and practices of Islamic law, which is derived from the
Qur’an, Sunnah and Ahadith.

Islamic Sociology (17+ women)

Students will learn to analyze Divine Law and its
application in today’s world, and to find solutions to
social problems based on the Holy Quran. Students
will also study the philosophy of the teachings of
Islam and how they promote social stability.

Comparative Religions (17+ women)

This course covers the world’s religions, their origins,
diversity and similarities. It shows how religion
influences people’s beliefs, values and practices across
time and space. It also compares the teachings if Islam
with the teachings of other religions and how Islam is
a perfect religion.

Holy Qur’an Tarteel (17+ women)

Students are taught to develop a professional
competence in the correct recitation (tarteel) such
that they are able to recite, teach, and present the
Holy Quran in the most excellent manner in their
daily lives.
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Courses Offered at ‘Aisha Academy Canada

Urdu (Language) (17+ women)
This course introduces Urdu language and its four basic
skills: reading, writing, speaking and listening.

History of Islam (17+ women)

This course covers the emergence and development of
Islamic history, both from the time of the Holy Prophet
Muhammad*" and his companions, as well as of
Ahmadiyyat and Khilafat-e-Ahmadiyya.

Malfuzat (17+ women)

In this course, students will read the holy and insightful
words of the founder of the Ahmadiyya Muslim
Community, Hadrat Mirza Ghulam Ahmad of Qadian,
the Promised Messiah and Mahdi* .

Politics & Islam (17+ women)

The course explores the intricate relationship between
politics & Islam, examining how this faith intersects
with governance. It covers key historical periods in
Islamic history and contemporary themes.

Journey to Juz ‘Amma (ages 9 - 16 girls)

Students will memorize the last part of the Holy Qur'an
with the correct recitation (tarteel) such that they are
able to recite it from memory. Each semester will cover
a fourth of the last part.

Hifz Al-Ad’iya (ages 7 - 16 girls)

This course is designed to help students memorize
various Qur'anic prayers of the Prophets, their
meanings in English, and learn about the origins and
contexts of each prayer.

Hifz Al Qaseeda (ages 7 - 16 girls)

Students will be memorizing the Arabic Qaseeda
written by The Promised Messiah®™. Each semester will
cover half of the Qaseeda.

Salaat Secrets (ages 9 - 16 girls)

Students will learn and memorize selected portions
from the Holy Quran which also include verses that
Hadrat Khalifatul Masih V** recites in congregational
prayers.

Tarteel-ul-Qur’an (ages 7 - 16 girls)

This course is designed to learn the correct recitation
of the Holy Qur'an, practice and apply tarteel rules in
daily Quranic recitation, and learn the melodious
recitation of the Holy Qur’an.

Holy Qur’an Nazirah (Girls and women ages 5 and up,
boys ages 5 to 10)

Students will join daily 15 minute classes for one-on- 4
one sessions to read the Qaida or the Holy Qur’an.
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
